1.
Introduction

Most matters discussed by the Steering Group will not be confidential However, there will be times when certain information must be kept confidential.

Each member of the Steering Group therefore agrees with the other members of the Steering Group that for a period of two years from release to the Steering Committee the following matters shall be considered Confidential Information:

a) 
personal data such of names and addresses of landowners who are deciding whether or not they wish to have their land considered for development.

b)
any payments suggested or offered to landowners for land that is being considered for development;

c)
any other information that is stated by the Chairperson of the Steering Group to be confidential or which from its very nature is obviously confidential

2.
Confidentiality

Each member of the Steering Group undertakes that he/she will treat the Confidential Information as fully confidential and will not disclose it to any third party outside the Steering Group.

The above undertaking does not extend to information which:

a) 
is already known to third parties prior to disclosure; or 

b) 
is or becomes public knowledge; or

c)
the Steering Group decides should be released to the public by press release, referendum or similar official announcement.
